Thank you and the members of your committee for meeting with me and Layton Wilson to continue
our discussions on the Dell Jewish Community Campus. As you requested, the following is a recap of our
discussions and 2 preliminary response to your document entitled "7The Northwest Austin Communities and

Their New Neighbor. The Dell Jewish Community Campus. Recommendarions for a Winning Combination,”

[n the interests of brevity, I will follow the formar of your document and will indicate the items that can be
concurred with if an agreement 1s reached or which need more discussion. There may be some of the items
which have raised issues that cannot be addressed without further discussion with your committee.

A The DJCC's preliminary response to your document is as follows:

1. Zouing.

a. Agree that the site will remain "SF-3" with the exception of the assisted living area. This
may require a zoning case in the furure to accommodate it as an assisted living use.

b. Agree that Board of Adjustment variances, if any, will be tied to the worship areas and be
specific to the use, not the site.

Agree that impervious cover will be limited to 45% of the consolidated site, plus the hiking
trail if the City determines that the trail is counted as impervious cover. [t is also agreed that
the buffer along the north and west boundaries can be classified as a conservation easement,

subject to a mutually agreeable easement document.
